Calvin Samuel Costen, a resident of Pocomoke, Maryland, was born to
Barbara Costen and the late George Rowley on June 19, 1970 in Salisbury,
Maryland at Peninsula General Hospital, but was raised by Richard Robins,
Sr. At the age of fifty-five (55), Calvin departed this earthly life on Friday,
December 12, 2025, at Coastal Hospice at the Lake in Salisbury, Maryland. 

 

He graduated from Pocomoke High School in 1988. That same year, Calvin
proudly enlisted in the United States Army on September 30th and was
deployed to Panama for Operation Just Cause. Calvin was best known as
“CalCutt.”

He worked at Perdue Farms in Accomac,
Virginia, before getting his CDL and began his career as an over the road
truck driver. Once his mother became ill, he voluntarily left his dream job and
became her caregiver until his passing.
