Lillie Mae Wright, daughter of the late John and Carrie Gayle, was born on
December 10, 1938. She departed this life on 12 July, 2022 after a brief
illness at the age of eighty-three (83). She drifted away peacefully at The Lake
at Deer’s Head Nursing Home in Salisbury, Maryland. 

She attended public schools in Wicomico County, Maryland. After high school,
Lillie mainly worked in domestic housekeeping for many years. During this
time, she met and married Harry M. Wright on 30 May 1960. Out of this union,
came three loving daughters. They would go to events and dance the night
away. Mom was a party girl who used to hang with her party guy. Through the
years, mom worked for Anne Meredith, Bob and Betty Gorsuch, and Bob
McGhee of Lens Art Photography for whom she worked thirty (30) years. 

Mom or, “Stockings” as she was affectionately called, was given this name by
Harry. Stockings was very giving with her family. She frequently gave her last
dollar to those in need. Her home was considered an open hotel for wayward,
homeless individuals. She usually took in anyone who had nowhere to live.
She provided room, board, shelter and meals to those in need.

Jones and Juanita Courtney; one stepson, Brian Wright; three sons-in-law,
Derrick Mason, Sr., Garry Jones and Howard Peterson; one aunt, Iva Harmon;
