Robert James Gaines was born on Friday, February 6, 1948 to the late Mamie
E. Gaines and the late James Whittington, Jr., in Easton, Maryland. Robert,
(aka) Koot or Bob, departed this earthly life on Friday, January 20, 2023 at the
University of Maryland Shore Medical Center in Easton, Maryland.

Robert’s early Christian life began at Bethel A.M.E Church in Centreville,
Maryland. He always fondly recalled repeating JESUS WEPT at their
Children’s Day Program.

He attended Kennard Elementary School and graduated from Kennard High
School in Centreville, Maryland. He was a member of the last all Black Class
to graduate from Kennard High School in 1966.

Robert was drafted on November 26, 1969 into the United States Army to
perform a service for his country. He served his tour of duty in Germany. He
received a National Defense Service Medal, Expert (Rifle M-16). Robert was
honorably discharged on January 7, 1971.

After being discharged from the Army, he worked for Tidewater Publishing in
Centreville, Maryland, Chrysler Corporation in Delaware and various other



jobs. Robert’s favorite hobbies were fishing, hunting, collecting baseball cards,
basketball cards and watching muscle cars (old American-made cars with
powerful engines designed for high performance).

In addition to his parents, Robert was preceded in death by his grandparents,
Annie and William Gaines.

Cherished memories of Robert’s life and legacy remain with: a devoted and
loving son, Taurean Cuffie of Stevensville, Maryland; one uncle, George
(Frances) Gaines of Baltimore, Maryland; one aunt, Dorothy (James) Pauls of
Centreville, Maryland; one godson, Clarence Brown Il of Chestertown,
Maryland and a host of other relatives and friends.
