Although Lil Pluck was not an avid church member, he knew God and gave
his life to Christ at the funeral of a young cousin in December 2019. 

 

Lil Pluck was well known in Maryland and Virginia for “Riding Wheelies” on his
bikes. His first love for speed began when he was five years old and received
a minibike. At the age of 15, he started racing at racetracks on motorcycles.
He shared his drag racing passion and love with his father. This togetherness



was the special bond the two of them had. Where you saw Lil Pluck, Big Pluck
was somewhere close by encouraging and supporting his son. They were
truly driven by the speed and noise of motorcycles and the fellowship with
others of the same passion. 

 

In addition to his motorcycle profession, he followed in his dad’s footsteps and
was a skilled truck driver. At the age of nine, there were times when Lil Pluck
would have to take over and drive his father’s pickup truck to get him home
after having a few drinks with his friends. It was nothing to see Lil Pluck get
behind the wheels of his father’s big rig and drive around the yard, then park it
back while Big Pluck would stand back with his arms folded and watch. So
special and cute.
